Measures for ON-SITE Test
To Prevent the Spread of Coronavirus Disease 2019 (COVID-19)
No.018/2021 : September 14, 2021

1. CPA (Thailand) Test Center will suspend all test reservations for individuals who:
- are under self-quarantine;
« have any risk of COVID-19 infection;
(Reference: Updated announcement of the Center for COVID-19 Situation Administration: CCSA)

2. Test Takers must meet the COVID-19 Vaccination requirements.

3. Ifreservations were made before occurrence of any risk of infection, please cancel or postpone
your test reservation immediately. No penalty fee will be applied.

4. Only test takers will be allowed to enter the test area at the appointment time.

5. TestTakers are required to bring face masks for personal use, and use them correctly at all times
while taking the test and during the entire administration process.

6. Organization / CPA (Thailand) will provide Health Screening for all test takers before entering
the test center area including COVID-19 risk assessment, temperature checks, and requiring
mask-wearing policy at all times.

7. Test takers will be advised to frequently use alcohol gel provided at all contact points.

8. CPA (Thailand) Staff will wear face masks, and gloves when working closely with test takers or
touching test taker belongings.

9. CPA (Thailand) willimplement and maintain a“Physical Distancing” policy throughout the test
administration process including time lapse for test rounds, spacing during line up, check-in,
registration, seating and all other processes.

10. CPA (Thailand) will coordinate with each test site to ensure cleaning and sanitizing of all common
touch points, such as service counters, test room and office floors, door handles, test tables,
chairs prior to each test session.

11. CPA (Thailand) will clean all pens, pencils and erasers with sterilizing solutions before and after
each test session.

12. However, while at the test site...
- If test takers feel unwell, have a fever or have respiratory symptoms please inform the test center
staff immediately and request to cancel the test. In such cases no penalty fee will be applied.
- If test takers observe that other test takers have symptoms like fever, cough and runny nose,
please notify CPA (Thailand) immediately.

13. Please cooperate with all CPA (Thailand) Measures and Policies. Individuals who do not pass
the Health Screening, or refuse to follow any of CPA Measures and Policies, will not be allowed
to take the test on that day. Test Takers will be required to cancel or postpone the reservation
with no penalty fee. However, the test fee will not be refunded for any test taker after the test
has been started.

Test Taker Screening Measures at Bangkok Test Center
to prevent the Spread of COVID-19
(Effective from September 14, 2021)

1. CPA (Thailand) Test Center will suspend all test reservations for individuals who:
are under self-quarantine; or
« have any risk of COVID-19 infection.
2. Criteria for COVID-19 vaccinations for test takers;
2.1 For Test takers traveling from, or for test sites in a Maximum and Strict Control Area (Dark Red):
2.1.1 Test takers who have been vaccinated against COVID-19

Test takers must have received COVID-19 vaccinations, as approved by the Ministry of Public Health,
no fewer than 14 days from the date of the last vaccination per the following types of vaccine conditions:

Types of vaccine No. of Dose (s)
Sinovac 2 Doses
Sinopharm 2 Doses
Sputnik V 2 Doses
Sinovac 1 dose + AstraZeneca 1 dose 2 Doses
AstraZeneca 1 Dose
Moderna 1 Dose
Pfizer 1 Dose
Johnson & Johnson 1 Dose
NOTE : - above vaccination details are as of September 14, 2021
- types of vaccination or cross-vaccinations are subject to change based on official
regulations per Ministry of Public Health Announcements.

On the test day, test takers must present vaccination documents, including:
« Certification of COVID-19 Vaccination on Mor Phrom Application or
- Certification of COVID-19 Vaccination (original Copy) or
- Certificate of Covid-19 Vaccination / Vaccine Passport (original copy)
2.1.2 In case of no vaccination certificate / not vaccinated / unable to get vaccinated
On the test day, Test takers must present the original COVID-19 test certificate by RT-PCR method or
Rapid Antigen Test issued by a medical facility under the Ministry of Public Health, within 3 days
(from the date of examination).

2.2 In case Test takers came from, or In case test site is not in a Maximum and Strict Control Area (Dark Red)
Vaccination Criteria will be in accordance with the Measures of each province together with the measures
of the CPA (Thailand).
3. Testtakers with a history of COVID-19 infection for not less than 14 days and cured for no more than 90 days

(from the date of infection), must present an original or a copy of a medical certificate issued by a medical facility
accredited by the Ministry of Health.

4. On the Test day, all test takers must pass the CPA (Thailand) screening which includes “Thai Chana” registration;
temperature check (below 37.5 degree Celsius); face mask wearing at all times and alcohol gel cleaning before
entering the test center.
